Transferring Collaborative Session control between UEs belonging to same IMS subscription
This scenario enables the IMS IUT user to transfer the ongoing Collaborative Session control between different UEs belonging to same IMS subscription.
In the example shown in Figure 4.X-1, user-1 has a Collaborative Session with audio and video media flow between his device UE-1 and remote party. Subsequently, the user transfers the Collaborative Session control from UE-1 to UE-2. After the transfer is completed, the Collaborative Session control is in UE-2, and audio and video media flows remain with UE-1. UE-1 and UE-2 belong to user-1’s IMS subscription.
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Figure 4.X-1: Collaborative Session transferring control between UEs belonging to same IMS subscription

For the above example, user can request via UE-2 to pull the Collaborative Session control from UE-1 to itself.
