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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses the co-existence of deploying NNSF in BSC/RNC nodes and above BSC/RNC nodes.
Recommendation

It is proposed to add the following text to subsection 8.1 of TR 23.823.

8.1 Co-existence of deploying NNSF in BSC/RNC nodes with deploying NNSF above BSC/RNC nodes

In an MSC pool with co-existence of deploying NNSF in BSC/RNC nodes and deploying NNSF above BSC/RNC nodes, when a CN node performs load re-distribution, both NNSF in BSC/RNC and NNSF above BSC/RNC nodes shall receive an O&M command to ensure that UEs which were moved from one CN node are prevented from registering to the same CN node again.

When TDM bearer applies to A interface, if NNSF in deployed in BSC, MSC Server  allocates an A interface circuit; otherwise, MGW allocates an A interface circuit(see Clause 4.8).

In an MSC pool with co-existence of deploying NNSF in BSC/RNC nodes and deploying NNSF above BSC/RNC nodes, the harmonisation of the two different circuit management mechanisms is FFS.
