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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform SA2 that they discussed the routing model of LPPa PDUs over S1 interface and came to two possible solutions with quite balanced support of companies. Therefore RAN3 would like to get the preference of SA2 with regards to these two following solutions:

Solution 1: a short Routing ID (2-bytes long) corresponding to the eSMLC is included in the S1AP message which transports the LPPa PDU, both for the connection-oriented case and the connectionless case, and both for uplink and downlink. 

Solution 2: the Correlation ID associated the transaction is included in the S1AP message which transports the LPPa PDU, both for the connection oriented case and the connectionless case, and both for uplink and downlink.

The advantage of solution 1 according to its proponents is to NOT reuse the correlation ID which doesn’t exist in the LPPa connectionless case or in SUPL-triggered assistance data retrieval case and also that the solution allows to keep a stateless (therefore fully transparent) routing in the MME.

The advantage of solution 2 according to its proponents is to reuse the Correlation ID created for a positioning session. For the case of connectionless where it doesn’t exist, this solution envisions that the MME would create it on purpose at the arrival of the LPPa PDU for the routing. 

Since the solutions have more or less impacts to EPC nodes RAN3 would like to get the feedback from SA2 on their preference before making the final decision.

2. Actions 

To SA2 : 
RAN3 kindly asks SA2 to review the two solutions discussed in RAN3 for the routing of the LPPa PDUs and indicate a preference.
