Addition of one access for multiple PDN connections to the same APN

Editor's note: This sub clause will define procedures the UE will follow when using IP Flow Mobility and multiple PDN connections at the same time, as described in TR 23.861, sub clause 7.1.1.4.5. 

When a UE having multiple PDN connections to the same APN via one access attaches to a second access, the UE needs to decide which of the multiple PDN connections the UE has would use both accesses simultaneously. 
When the UE having multiple PDN connections to the same APN via a 3GPP access attaches to a WLAN, the UE shall perform DSMIPv6 procedures only for the PDN connections for which it will use IP flow mobility. 

When the UE having multiple PDN connections to the same APN via the WLAN attaches to the 3GPP access, the UE should only establish the PDN connections for which it will use IP flow mobility. However, due to the restriction that the UE cannot indicate which PDN connection is to establish, the UE shall repeat UE PDN Connectivity Request until the desired PDN connections have been established and shall perform DSMIPv6 procedures for the desired PDN connections.
6. Non-seamless WLAN Offload

It shall beis also possible to provide a non-seamless WLAN offload as WLAN Direct IP Access specified in Direct IP Access in I-WLANTS 23.234 [9]. This implies that the UE uses its local IP address which is assigned by the WLAN AN, the WLAN IP address and no IP address preservation is provided between WLAN and 3GPP accesses for the UE.
In this scenario, ANDSF may provide the polices that guides the offload as specified in sub clause 4.3.2. 

Based on the policy, the UE may route the offload traffic directly to the IP network to which the WLAN is connected (e.g. the Internet)WLAN access network without routing these traffic through the IPsec tunnel between the UE and ePDG.
