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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution provides an overview of proposed enhancements for IMS Centralised Services (ICS) in Rel-10 and the reasons they are required.

Discussion

Rel-8 and Rel-9 ICS do not support services that are equivalent to CS fax and CS data. However, both CS fax and CS data are still being used today.

CS fax, for example, is currently utilised by some fire brigade services in the UK and some “mobile” offices in building sites. CS data is also still used, for example, by organisations and government agencies that require full end-to-end encryption.

As operators migrate from using Supplementary Services, CAMEL/IN and other proprietary service solutions to ICS, the question remains on what to do about these two services (CS fax and data). Switching off these services is not an option, as operators still have paying customers – some of them VIPs – using them. On the other hand, it is not cost effective to keep SS/CAMEL/IN based solutions running just to support these services. Therefore, a solution is required.

In the recent SA1 #48, service requirements were added to TS 22.173 (S1‑094495) and to TS 22.101 (S1‑094496) to provide for this.

2
Proposal
Since the main requirement of network based ICS was to support legacy terminals, it is proposed that network based ICS is enhanced to support centralisation of CS fax and CS data related services in IMS. Due to the low impact this has on the specification set (i.e. only TS 23.292), it is believed that a whole new Work Item would be over‑kill.
