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Discussion

When IFOM is used, detach and PDN disconnection procedures are based on 23.401 and 23.402 (23.060 and 23.327 for I-WLAN mobility) procedures and there is no need to any change in the signaling. However it is worth clarifying in TS 23.261 the actual steps performed when these events occur. 
In Release 8 the UE can be attached for a given PDN connection only through one access at any given time. In particular it can be attached either through a 3GPP or a non-3GPP access. Therefore, depending to which access it is attached, in case a detach or PDN disconnection procedure needs to be performed, either the procedure described in section 6.5 of TS 23.402 or the procedure described in section 5.3.8 of TS 23.401 is performed. 

When IFOM is used, however, both procedures need to be performed to remove the entire context related to that PDN connection. For example, if the UE is connected to WLAN and E-UTRAN, the procedure in 23.402 based on a de-registration BU or a BRI will delete the DSMIPv6 binding but not the PDN connection with the 3GPP access. This is why also the detach or PDN disconnection procedure described in 23.401 needs to be performed. 
Similar considerations can be made for I-WLAN mobility architecture.

Proposal

It is proposed to include the following text on removal of an access from a PDN connection in TS 23.261.

Detach and PDN disconnection procedures
When the UE is attached to the same PDN through two accesses and a detach or PDN disconnection procedure is required, the following considerations apply:
· In case of UE initiated PDN disconnection the UE-initiated PDN disconnection procedure described in subclause 6.5.2 of TS 23.402 [3] shall be performed (in case of untrusted access the procedure described in subclause 7.5.2 of TS 23.402 [3] shall be performed). When this procedure is completed, UE-initiated Detach procedure described in subclause 5.3.8.2 of TS 23.401 [10] shall be performed.
· In case of HSS initiated detach, the HSS-initiated Detach procedure described in 6.5.3 of TS 23.402 [3] shall be performed (in case of untrusted access the procedure described in subclause 7.5.3 of TS 23.402 [3] shall be performed). When this procedure is completed, the HSS-initiated Detach procedure described in section 5.3.8.4 of TS 23.401 [10] shall be performed.
· In case of PDN-GW initiated PDN disconnection procedure, the procedure in section 6.5.4 of TS 23.402 [3] shall be performed (in case of untrusted access the procedure described in subclause 7.5.4 of TS 23.402 [3] shall be performed). When this procedure is completed, the PDN GW Initiated Bearer Deactivation procedure as defined in TS 23.401 [10], clause 5.4.4.1, shall be performed. 
When the UE is attached to I-WLAN architecture through 3GPP and WLAN accesses and a detach or PDN disconnection procedure is required, similar considerations as above apply with reference to the procedures described in TS 23.327 [4] and TS 23.060 [11].
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
