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1. Overall Description:

SA2 have discussed the attached S2-100550 which relates to the system performance of CS FallBack. 
Section 4.4 discusses two potential improvements (in terms of interruption minimisation and/or simplicity in E-UTRAN network configuration effort) in the mechanism for redirection/NACC from E-UTRAN to GERAN for CS FallBack. 
SA 2 note that they do not expect the improvement in section 4.4.4 to work in all GERAN network configurations. However, this aligns with the existing CSFB stage 2 description which describes options for the utilisation of GERAN features (e.g. DTM and PS Handover to GERAN) that are not widely deployed as well as other options (e.g. release with re-direction) that are more universally applicable.
SA 2 have an interest in ensuring that the overall 3GPP system works efficiently and therefore are interested in receiving feedback from GERAN WG 2 (and if appropriate GERAN WG 1) on the feasibility of the two concepts described in sections 4.4.4 and 4.4.5.
If either of these concepts are feasible, SA 2 would like to request dialogue with RAN 2 with a view to rapid introduction, e.g. within Release 9.
