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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution discusses two open issues: whether to allow multiple session controllers or not and the scope of session control transfer. Some arguments to consider when making this decision are provided.

The purpose of the text is to update the definitions for consistency with Rel-10 capabilities and to clarify the capabilities related to multiple controllers. The intent of the proposal is to establish three points. 

First, that any IUT capable UE should be able to request media transfer related procedures, not just the Controller UE. 

Second, that there is only one Controller UE at a time. This is the UE whose service profile and service settings are in effect or the session with the remote end and for control of the Collaborative Session (e.g., who is allowed to do what). 

Third, that the role of the Controller UE can be explicitly transferred using an IUT procedure but for this release this transfer will be restricted to other UEs within the same service profile.

We  believe that if these points are accepted the Rel-10 capabilities will meet the intent of the requirements with the exception of transfer of complete control to a UE of another subscription.

Collaborative Session: A set of two or more Access Legs and related media on two or more UEs having IMS subscriptions under the same operator that are presented as one Remote Leg by the SCC AS.

Controllee UE: A UE that supports media flows for a Collaborative Session and may request IUT media related procedures but is subordinate to the Controller UE for authorization of these procedures. 

Controller UE: The UE that controls a Collaborative Session and whose service profile determines the services on the remote leg. The Controller UE may also support media flows for a Collaborative Session and may request IUT media related procedures. The UE that first establishes the Collaborative Session is the initial Controller UE.
IUT media related procedure: Any media related procedure that changes the media characteristics of a collaborative session. Examples are media addition, media transfer, media replication, media release.

Any IUT capable UE can request IUT media related procedures (i.e., media transfer, media replication, media addition or media deletion). Such requests are subject to authorization by the SCC AS and/or the Controller UE. Authorization is based on user and/or operator provided application specific settings in the SCC AS and/or in the Controller UE. These application specific settings may be associated with the service profile of the Controller UE in service specific data in the HSS.

Although any IUT capable UE can request IUT media related procedures, there is only one Controller UE at a time in a Collaborative Session. The UE that establishes the Collaborative Session and whose service profile is in effect for the session with the remote end is the initial Controller UE. The Controller UE role may be transferred to a different UE by using the Controller UE transfer procedure as specified in Clause xx. 

NOTE:
Only transfer to another UE within the same service profile and sharing the same subscription is supported for this release.
