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Abstract: This discussion paper outlines the need for a study item aimed at determining a suitable architecture solution for providing a network provided cell ID to the IMS nodes
DISCUSSION

Deutsche Telekom believe that for the successful deployment of IMS services regulators in some countries will require mobile operators to have a cell-ID which is derived from trusted network nodes rather than the one reported by the UE. Currently, the standards supports only an UE provided Cell ID, if the access network is a mobile phone network.
Trusted Cell ID is needed in the following cases:
· lawful interception;
· data retention;
· emergency calls routeing.

Additionally a network provided cell ID is also needed for deployment of Home Zone based products (services where charging is a function of the cell where the service is consumed).
Deutsche Telekom would like therefore to start a work item in SA2 aimed at designing an architecture that allows the retrieval of a network based cell id. 

The study item should first clarify by means of use cases when the network provided cell ID is needed in the IMS application servers and whether it needs updating. Subsequently solution should be proposed aim at fulfilling the following requirements:
· have the minimum impact as possible on the signalling network
· allow an operator to fulfil the legal obligations of providing cell ID
· Cell ID available immediately with the relevant SIP messages. At least for SIP INVITE.
· Allow to restrict provision of Cell ID to other operators
