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1. Overall Description
This discussion paper provides a summary of the offline discussions on Rel-10 IMS_SC-eIDT WID prioritization exercise. 
2. Discussions
During the SA2#78 IMS-SWG meeting, it was noted that the Rel-10 IMS_SC-eIDT WID might run into difficulty in meeting the Rel-10 stage 2 completion deadline, as several IUT feature enhancements proposed within the WID are not yet addressed. In addition, the normative work will only start after the completion of the TR 23.831. Since, only two meetings are left (SA2#79 and SA2#80) to complete the work on Rel-10 IMS_SC-eIDT WID, the offline IUT ad hoc group undertook the exercise to prioritize the objectives of Rel-10 IMS_SC-eIDT WID, in order to reduce its functionality to allow us to meet the Rel-10 completion deadline. Several operators provided input into this prioritization exercise. This prioritization exercise helped identify some IUT objectives that could be delayed to future releases.

The results of the prioritization exercise are summarized in the following table:
