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Abstract of the contribution:This contributions tries to capture the conclusion from SA2 pre-processing session on conclusion for LIPA support in Rel-10, for presentation to SA2 plenary.
1. Discussion
This contribution tries to capture the conclusion from the pre-processing session and follow-up offline discussions, regarding the support of LIPA in Rel-10.

During the discussions, the following aspects were concluded:

-
Solution 1, variant 1 (based on L-GW using S5) is selected as the basis for implementation of LIPA
-
Remaining issues within solution 1 variant 1 will be resolved as part of the ongoing work

-
Solution 2 (based on NAT) is being described in an informative annex
-
Specification impacts due to Solution 1 and common to both Solution 1 and Solution 2 are to be implemented normatively.
-
Impacts common to both solutions are the following and are to be implemented in a way to accomodate both solutions.
-
a LIPA_enabled flag (per APN and per CSG) in the user's subscription data stored in the HSS/HLR and transferred to the MME/SGSN;

-
an indication from the MME/SGSN to the H(e)NB to enable LIPA for a UE when a RAB is to be setup.
2. Proposal

Conclusion on SIPTO macro

For the support of SIPTO at or above the RAN, it has been concluded that:

-
solution 5 described in clause 5.6 is to be included in normative specifications, with the impacts as described in section 5.6.4.

-
additions to RANAP interface described in clause 5.5.5 to enable solution 4 are to be included to normative specifications. No other normative specification work will be done in this area. Basic informative text to describe the motivation for these additions are expected to be included.

Conclusion on LIPA

For the support of LIPA in the current release, it has been concluded that:

-
solution 1 variant 1 (described in section 5.2 and more specifically section 5.2.3.1) is selected as a basis for an implementation of LIPA to be included in normative specifications;
-
solution 2 (described in section 5.3) is a deployment option and will be described in an informative annex of TS 23.060 [x] and TS 23.401 [y] and referenced in the body of the specification.
The following normative impacts are common to both solutions and are expected to be specified in a way to accomodate both solutions:
-
a LIPA_enabled flag (per APN and per CSG) in the user's subscription data stored in the HSS/HLR and transferred to the MME/SGSN;

-
an indication from the MME/SGSN to the H(e)NB to enable LIPA for a UE when a RAB is to be setup.
Other impacts identified in support of solution 2 are expected to be documented within the informative annexes.
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
