Applications using the RIM Procedures

The RAN node applications, which use the RIM procedures, are fully transparent for the MME and SGSN. These applications are described in RAN specifications. An example between E-UTRAN and GERAN is the Network Assisted Cell Change described in TS 48.018 [42], TS 25.413 [22] and TS 36.413 [36]. Examples between E-UTRAN and UTRAN are the exchange of SON related information described in TS 36.413 [36] and "UTRA System Information (UTRA SI)" described in TS 48.018 [42] and TS 36.413 [36].
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
