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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution seeks to resolve an editor’s note in clause 6.1.5.7 related to the invocation of the HOLD service by a Controllee UE in a Collaborative Session on media components belonging to other Controllee UEs.
1. Introduction
In Rel-9, only the Controller UE could invoke the HOLD service on media components pertaining to a given Collaborative Session.  In Rel-10, a Controllee UE may, subject to authorization by the Controller UE (or network on behalf of the Controller UE), invoke the HOLD service on media components that it hosts.  Material in clause 6.1.3.c.2 of TR 23.831, version 1.0.0, provides procedures for a Controllee UE to perform modification of a media component that it hosts; IUT procedures for media modification are regarded as similar to those for invoking the HOLD service. What is missing from the TR is capture of the required authorization procedure associated with the Controllee UE request to invoke HOLD.
Discussion in the Rel-10 time frame has not revealed a requirement for a Controllee UE in a Collaborative Session to invoke the HOLD service on media components belonging to other Controllee UEs. Therefore, a related editor’s note in clause 6.1.5.7 of the TR is proposed to be simply deleted with no replacement text.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to make the indicated changes to TR 23.831.

6.1.5.7
Communication Hold (HOLD)

If the Controller UE wants to invoke the HOLD service on one or more media component(s), the Controller UE shall invoke the HOLD procedures, as defined in TS 24.610 [5]. The Hosting SCC AS shall act on the HOLD requests by updating all the Controllee UEs whose media status are changed and shall update the remote Access Leg using the procedures defined in TS 24.610 [5].

If a Controllee UE wants to invoke the HOLD service on one or more media component(s) that it hosts, the request to do so must be authorized by the Controller UE (or by the Hosting SCC AS on behalf of the Controller UE). If the request is authorized, the Controllee UE shall invoke the HOLD procedures, as defined in TS 24.610 [5].
