	When a UE in active mode with ISR activated has been sent to a GERAN cell due to CSFB and either this cell is non-DTM cell or the UE does not support DTM, the PS bearers may be suspended. When the UE returns to E-UTRAN the MME could resume the PS bearers if it is aware that the UE has returned to E-UTRAN. 

When ISR has not been deactivated (e.g. the UE has not performed LAU or combined RA/LA Update in GERAN), the UE will initiate Service Request if it has UL data waiting to be sent. 

But when the UE has no UL data waiting to be sent, it is necessary that the UE informs the MME on its return to E-UTRAN in order to resume the suspended bearers for allowing DL data to be sent from the P-GW. Therefore the UE has to initiate TAU procedure; this is not specified in the specifications.  
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	The UE shall immediately send a TAU or Service Request when coming back to EUTRAN and bearers were suspended, and this even if ISR is not deactivated.

Returning back to E-UTRAN

Once CS service ends in CS domain, existing mechanisms can be used to move the UE to E-UTRAN, no specific CS Fallback mechanisms are needed.

When the UE moves to E-UTRAN, if the EPS service was suspended during the CS service, it shall immediately trigger a TAU procedure or a Service Request procedure even if ISR is not deactivated in order that the EPS service is resumed as specified in clause 6.5. Service Request is triggered when the UE has UL data to send for the EPS service, and TAU procedure is triggered in the other cases to allow receiving DL data for the EPS service.
