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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has been internally debating the scope of the WI on Network Provided Location Information for the IMS system (approved in SA#48, targeted at Release 11, see SP-100358).  Some use cases have been raised that need to be checked with SA1 in order to verify the advantages and/or conveniences of network verified positions in addition to UE provided positions.

The background to this is that handsets are becoming more and more adept at providing accurate location information quickly (e.g. when AGPS data is saved in the device and used as last-known position).  This high accuracy information may be of use in many applications (e.g. locating an individual needing emergency assistance), however due to the potential for fraud in providing a completely wrong location, the high accuracy information needs to be verified by network provided location information, which is exactly the scope of this work item.

The questions raised in the debate were:

1. Is there an advantage in deploying a network verification mechanism for UE provided locations?

2. Particularly in emergency call use cases, is it foreseen that the validation of UE provided location is required based on network cell-ID, in order to prevent intentional or unintentional erroneous UE provided location?

3. Are there other use cases where the provision of  a mechanism for obtaining UE based location but confirming the location with network provided information would be valuable?
