	Upper layers of UEs may request multicast MBMS service by initiating a request to receive multicast traffic sent to a particular multicast group. 
The current solution for forwarding all multicast IP packets that the UE requests delivery of may result in the UE receiving voluminous and continuous streams of data. This could result in UEs that cannot enter or remain in idle mode. Operators cannot respond to complaints of lower battery life in these cases if IP multicast forwarding is possible.
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	Multicast groups corresponding to groups that are known to send too frequently (and prevent terminals from entering or remaining in idle mode) or operator services provided via Multicast mode MBMS shall not be forwarded from the LIPA network to the UE by the Home NodeB L-GW to avoid incorrect traffic delivery to the UE. 
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	UEs may request multicast services and receive traffic continually, then experience unacceptable power consumption. UEs may request MBMS service and receive transmissions on the same multicast group, causing a failure of the upper layers.

Home NodeB Multicast Packet Forwarding Function

A Home NodeB L-GW should receive and process multicast group membership report messages (e.g. according to RFC 3376 [106] / RFC 3810 [107]) sent either by the network accessed by LIPA or by the UE. Based upon these messages, the L-GW should forward multicast IP datagrams messages sent by the UE to the network accessed by LIPA, or from the network accessed by LIPA to the UE, as appropriate.

The UE may implement RFC 3376 [106] or RFC 3810 [107] to report multicast groups that the UE seeks to receive.

To make UPnP/DLNA service advertisements sent with an IP TTL=1 available to UEs that employ LIPA, a proxying function in the L-GW may be implemented, e.g. to retransmit UPnP service advertisements to UEs after changing the source address.  This proxying to the UE shall not be performed if the multicast packet is transmitted with an IPv4 or IPv6 link-local source address, RFC 3927 [108], RFC 4921 [109].
Based on operator policy, the L-GW shall prevent specific multicast groups, corresponding for example to operator services provided via Multicast mode MBMS, from being forwarded from the network accessed by LIPA to the UE by the Home NodeB L-GW. This avoids incorrect data delivery to the UE that seeks to initiate MBMS service, and allows the operator to restrict multicast IP forwarding for groups to which packets are known to be frequently sent and could negatively impact the ability for terminals to enter and remain in idle mode.
NOTE: Restrictions to forwarding of certain multicast groups could be implemented by means of configuration of the L‑GW.
