1. Overall Description:

SA2 discussed the overload mechanisms using NAS reject that are introduced in Rel-10. Specifically there are scenarios where an application, e.g. a vending machine, powers its communication module up only when there is a need for data transfer. And when communication is not possible, e.g. due to overload control, these applications typically power down and power up the communications module to perform a reset. As a result any PLMN data or reject information that is not stored on the SIM or permanently stored on the device is lost. Also a back-off time may be reset and so the communication module may quickly start another attach request, also when it got rejected with a back-off time.
SA2 considers this a critical issue that should be avoided and asks CT1 to specify a solution for it.
