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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution incorporates the use cases sent by SA1 into the description of key issue #3. 
Discussion

SA1 discussed two use cases in the scope of the Key issue #3 that suggest to incorporate to the TR as defined in S1-102396 “ LS on Use cases and suggested requirements for key issue 3 in TR 23.813 (QoS and gating based on spending limits)” that are incorporate as part of the description.
Based on these use cases service requirements have been specified in 3GPP TS 22.115.

The description is updated with both use cases and service requirements.

Description
The following two use cases have been identified, which requires the PCRF to perform QoS and gating control decisions based on spending limits (e.g. monetary value, volume, duration). A detailed description of the use cases can be found in “LS on Use cases and suggested requirements” [7].
Based on these two use cases, service requirements have been specified in 3GPP TS 22.115 [8].

4.3.1.1
Bandwidth limitation and gating for user connection when daily spending limit is reached.

4.3.1.1.1
Description

Alice subscribes to a data plan that gives her a daily spending limit of 2$ and a maximum bandwidth of 2Mb/s downlink. When the daily spending limit is reached the bandwidth is limited to 512 Kb/s and the peer-to-peer and FTP traffic is blocked for the rest of the day. It will remain like this for the rest of the day unless Alice raises her daily spending limit.

4.3.1.2
Blocking video sessions when spending limit is reached.

4.3.1.2.1
Description

Bob subscribes to a data plan that gives him unrestricted access to all services except video streaming. For video streaming a daily spending limit of 4$ is provided. When the daily spending limit is reached any video streaming session is terminated, new video streaming sessions are blocked and it will remain like this for the rest of that day unless the user raises his spending limit.
