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Abstract of the contribution:

Introduction
In the current result of the study item “Study on enhancements to IMS border control functions for advanced IMS interconnection of services” (TR 23.848, version 0.9.0) a considerable part (namely the list of enhanced functionality of an IBCF, i.e. clause 6) is worthwhile and not controversial. The lack of progress of the study item is mainly due to discussions related to the architectural proposal for a policy control function (i.e. clause 7).

Instead of aborting the study item (due to lack of progress) it is therefore proposed to conclude the study item and continue the non-controversial work in a subsequent work item. A suitable basis for such a work item is the 3GPP SA1 work item “Advanced IP-Interconnection for Services” (WID 470061, SP-100227). A good approach seems to be to adopt this work item as a 3GPP SA wide work item. For 3GPP SA2 this would mean a work item mainly focussing on changes in 3GPP TS 23.228 (and perhaps a number of other documents).
It is felt by KPN that the work in the to-be-created/to-be-adopted work item should not be restricted to only the list of items currently included in clause 6 of 3GPP TR 23.848. A need has been identified for the optional enhancement of an IBCF with advanced signalling manipulation (via functionality that is either internal to an IBCF or an external to an IBCF). Examples of such perceived advanced signalling manipulation are:

· The addition of an origination indication by an IBCF in SIP INVITE messages received from other SIP networks based on other-network-dependent data – see S2-104274 23.228CR0945 as agreed in Brunestad. The choice whether or not to include the origination indication can be based on a query to an (IBCF-internal or IBCF-external) database.
· A basic form of service integrity checking at the border of a network. For instance, an operator might not allow calls to be diverted to an emergency number or a premium rate number. By the SIP response “302 Moved Temporarily” an interconnected network might initiate such a non-allowed diversion. An IBCF might be used to prevent this unwanted behaviour and enforce a certain level of service integrity by consulting an (IBCF-internal or IBCF-external) functionality and/or database.
Proposal

The following new text is proposed for clause 8 (conclusion) in 23.848:
The identified functionalities for IMS interconnection as described in clause 6 of this document are not controversial and they need to be incorporated in normative work (e.g. in 3GPP TS 23.228).
It is further proposed to adopt the 3GPP SA1 work item “Advanced IP-Interconnection for Services” (WID 470061, SP-100227) as a 3GPP SA2 work item. KPN welcomes ideas and feedback on how to shape the 3GPP SA2 work for this work item.
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
