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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for the LS on Sponsored data connectivity in the roaming case.
With respect to the sponsored data connectivity in roaming with visited access when the AF is located in VPLMN, the related sponsored data connectivity information provided by the AF may not be known to the HPLMN, hence, the H-PCRF can not authorize the sponsored data connectivity service and make policy decision for this sponsored data connectivity service. Since the resources for the sponsored data connectivity is provided by the VPLMN, and the sponsor has service level agreements with the VPLMN, it is reasonable to handle this scenario locally in the VPLMN by the V-PCRF. Therefore Alternative 2 is recommended as the solution to support sponsored service in roaming with visited access when the AF is located in VPLMN.
Answers to the questions from CT3:
(1): Whether the sponsored service in visited access roaming scenarios is considered as part of Release 10.

SA2 confirms that the sponsored service in visited access roaming scenarios shall be specified in Release 10. 
(2): If the roaming scenarios are part of the Release 10, CT3 asks SA2 to give the guidance on the applicability of the alternatives mentioned above and answer the related questions.

Alternative 2 is recommended: After the authorization in the VPLMN, the V-PCRF handles the service information of the sponsored data connectivity locally (i.e. the V-PCRF makes the PCC decisions without the H-PCRF involvement).
