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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on the interaction between ISRP and ISMP. 
The following are the questions asked by CT1 and the respective answers from SA2.
1. Shall it be possible to use ISRP to steer the data flow based on IFOM/MAPCON procedures without having also the ISMP configured in the UE?
Yes. The ISRP are independent of ISMP and a UE with IFOM/MAPCON enabled shall only consider ISRP when making decision on traffic steering. 

2. If a UE has got an active ISMP rule and active ISRP rule at the same time, shall the UE follow both ISMP and ISRP rule in some precedence order or does one of the rules take precedence?
No. ISMP and ISRP are 2 independent sets of policies. If the UE has IFOM/MAPCON/non-seamless WLAN offload capability enabled, it shall follow only ISRP. If the UE has IFOM/MACON/non-seamless WLAN offload disabled, it shall follow only ISMP.

3. If a UE has got active ISMP rule and an ISRP rule that is not valid, shall the UE follow both ISMP or ISRP rule in some precedence order or just one of them?

No. If the UE has IFOM/MAPCON/non-seamless WLAN offload capability enabled, it shall not follow ISMP. Only if the UE has IFOM/MACON/non-seamless WLAN offload disabled, it shall follow ISMP.
