IPv6 parameter configuration via stateless DHCPv6

The MS may use stateless DHCPv6 for additional parameter configuration. The GGSN acts as the DHCPv6 server. When PLMN based parameter configuration is used, the GGSN provides the requested parameters from locally provisioned database. When external PDN based parameter configuration is used, the GGSN obtains the requested configuration parameters from the external PDN as described in the previous clauses. When the GGSN acts as a DHCPv6 server towards the MS, the GGSN may act as DHCPv6 client towards the external PDN to request the configuration parameters for the MS. If RADIUS or Diameter is used towards the external PDN as described in TS 29.061 [27], the requested configuration parameters can be fetched as part of these procedures.
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
