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1. Overall Description:

During the specification work done in SA2 for eSRVCC, the assumption that there are no protocol extension requirements on the interface between ATCF-ATGW is made and a corresponding NOTE is also stated in TS 23.237 v10.4.1 as follow:

5.3.5
Access Transfer Gateway (ATGW)

The Access Transfer Gateway (ATGW) is controlled by the ATCF and, if SRVCC enhanced with ATCF is used, stays in the session media path for the duration of the call and after Access Transfer, based on the local policy of the serving network.

NOTE:
Depending on placement of the ATCF, different physical nodes can be considered for the ATGW, e.g., IMS-AGW, TrGW, P-GW, or CS-MGW. In all of these cases, the existing interfaces already support the possibility to anchor the media, and no additional extensions of protocol and interface would be needed.
SA2 is no longer assumed that “no additional extensions of protocol and interface would be needed” and have removed that part from the NOTE (see CRxxxx).
2. Actions:

To TSG-CT WG4 and WG3 group.

ACTION: SA2 kindly asks CT4 and CT3 to take the above information into account and to update their corresponding specifications if additional extensions are needed between ATGW and ATCF.
