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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank ITU-R AH for the LS on “Quality of Service requirements and objectives for wireless access systems”.
SA2 has reviewed the material and would like to provide the following comments.

· SA2 would like to inform that 3GPP specifications already include QoS requirements applicable to 3GPP systems in TS 23.107 (GSM and UMTS) and in 22.278/23.203 (EPS), attached for your reference. It is SA2 interpretation that the goal of the ITU-R Recommendation is to provide the overall objectives in order to ensure that Quality of Service is provided across different types of access networks, since the detailed technical requirements are system-specific and the parameters and values characterizing the QoS performance could be different as they are defined taking into account e.g. the adopted radio access architecture.

· The QoS performance objectives defined in section 4 of the recommendation refer to the concepts like “traffic capacity” and “maximum access capacity”. SA2 would like to point out that such figures are not used to define QoS requirements in 3GPP as they may depend on the considered network scenario and are not directly related to the radio access technology adopted.

· The definition of QoS classes described in TABLE 3 are also adopted in 3GPP (see 23.107). However the concept of QoS is based on ranges of applicable performance parameters, like packet loss, delay, delay variation, etc. since a QoS class is defined to include different types of services/applications with different requirements (see TS 23.107, Table 4 and Table 5).
Based on the comments above, SA2 would like to suggest some changes to the Recommendation in order to ensure consistency between the Objectives defined by ITU-R and the Requirements defined by 3GPP. Given the comments above, it is not possible to comment further at this stage and it would be useful to seek further clarifications from ITU-R WP5A on the purpose of the document.
