4.5 Support of Cell Broadcast Services and Warning System
Cell Broadcast and Warning System services are defined in TS 23.041 [x] for GERAN/UTRAN through a single CBC which is connected to RNC/BSC and TS 23.401 [x] for EPS through a single CBC which is connected to MME. 
In GWCN configuration, the CBC shall belong to the operator which owns the shared MSC/SGSN or MME. In MOCN configuration, the CBC shall be provided by one of the CN operators based on pre-arranged agreement/configuration. 
Shared RAN and CBC shall not filter off repetitions of the notifications of any warning message. If multiple (e.g., repetition) notifications of a warning message are received, the UE shall present a warning message to the user only once. For reasons other than the repeated notifications, duplicate warning notifications (same message id, same serial number, and same contents) shall be filtered off by the RAN.
