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Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 has initiated a study aimed to study how the 3GPP architecture can support the replication of the CS charging model for voice over IMS roaming. This study is not aimed to interfere with the activity of GSMA IREG RILTE but rather to complement it, for example by extending the scope to calls that terminate to PSTN or in the CS domain. 
3GPP will not discuss issues or solutions that rely on the use of IPX and solely focus in identifying any change of the 3GPP specifications that may be needed in order to make sure that the information available in the visited PLMN are consistent with the information available for CS voice roaming today.
It is foreseen that the support of GSMA IREG RILTE will be required, not only during the course of the study, but in particular at the end. Once all the possible solution alternatives are available, SA2 will seek guidance from GSMA as to which of the documented solutions should be transferred into the normative specifications.
The study is expected to be completed in September 2011.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
SA2 would like GSMA IREG RILTE to take into account the start of the activity on a roaming architecture for voice over IMS aimed to replicate the CS voice charging principles and would kindly ask to be notified if GSMA finds a solution that does not rely on modifications to the 3GPP specifications. 
SA2 would also like GSMA IREG RILTE to feedback if there is any problem with the above scoping.
