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	Given the discussion in the mega meeting in february, SA2#83 agreed on the following principles:

- Low Access Priority Indicator is sent from SGW to PGW via PCRF in case of PDN connectivity establishment.

- When PGW detects congestion, "APN Congestion" cause value need to be sent from PGW to SGW via PCRF (in case of UE requested resource modification procedure).

To reflect those agreements, the current specification needs to be corrected.
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	Clarify that, in UE request resource modification procedures:

-The indication of APN congestion is sent from PGW to SGW via PCRF, if UE requested modification request is rejected.
- The indication of APn congestion and back-off timer is sent from PGW to SGW using PMIP
- The Serving GW shall forward the Low Access Priroity Indicator to PDN GW via PCRF in PDN connectivity establishment procedure.  LAPI is not sent in UE requested resource modification procedure.

Support for Machine Type Communications (MTC)

5.13.1
General

Support for Machine Type Communications (MTC) is described in TS 23.401 [4]. The common procedures and functionalities are only captured in TS 23.401 [4].

5.13.2
PDN GW control of overload

The PDN GW may provide mechanisms for avoiding and handling overload situations. These include the rejection of PDN connection requests from UEs and UE requested resource modification requests.

When PMIP is used for S5/S8 interface, PDN GW may reject the PDN connection request (i.e. Proxy Binding Update) with indication that the APN is congested. In addition the PDN GW may indicate a "PDN-GW back-off time" for a specific APN to the MME in the reject message.
During the UE requested resource modification request procedure, the indication of APN congestion is sent from PGW (PCEF) to the PCRF in the acknowledgement message of the PCC Rules Provision procedure. Upon reception of the indication of APN congestion, the PCRF initiates dedicated bearer deactivation procedure and sends the indication of APN congestion to the S-GW (BBERF) in the Gateway Control and QoS Rules Provision procedure
Note: APN back-off timer is not sent from PGW to MME during UE requested resource modification request procedure.
Other PDN GW functionalities and the behaviour of Serving GW/MME/SGSN upon receiving the reject messages are described in TS 23.401 [4].

5.13.3
Usage of low access priority indicator

For PDN connection establishment requests, the SGSN/MME includes the low access priority indicator in the request message to the Serving GW/PDN Gateway. The Serving GW shall send the indicator to  the PCRF by means of the Gateway Control Session Establishment procedure. The PCRF forwards the low access priority indicator to the PDN GW (PCEF) in the IP-CAN Session Establishment procedure.
Other functions related to indicators are described in TS 23.401 [4].
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
