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As discussed in previous meeting, one of the new stage 1 requirements for IPXS that has not been addressed in stage 2, is the requirement to provide IMS application services in transit network scenarios (see also previous discussions for SA2#83, S2-110545, S2-110546). 
As a summary of the discussion, the requirement is: 

-
To provide originating IMS application services to a preceding network in the session flow, and

-
To provide Terminating IMS application services to a succeeding network in the session flow.

In the first case, the preceding network will be the served network for which a set of services need to be applied on a per network basis. 
In the latter case, the succeeding network will be the served network for which a set of services need to be applied on a per network basis. 

As a result, there will be a need to identify traffic from/to the served network, and based on that apply a set of policies/criteria for services triggering. 
The CR in S2-111684 provides a proposed implementation of the above procedures.  

It is not envisioned that there will be a need for more complicated procedures. 
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
