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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper corresponds to the discussion paper S2-111811 and proposes LIPA Deactivation as a key issue in TR 23.859.
1 Discussion

As analysed in the discussion paper S2-111811, in certain scenarios, e.g. one CSG spanning several local IP network, session continuity of LIPA can not be maintained even the UE does not move away from the coverage of H(e)NBs of the local network. In these scenarios, existing mechanism can not provide the core network with the information that whether the UE has moved to other local IP network, which will result in failure in re-establishment of LIPA connection.

So how to deactivate LIPA connection should be considered. There needs some mechanism to provide necessary information to the network, e.g. the MME/SGSN, or the LGW, to trigger LIPA deactivation.
