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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to add an requirement about QoS for the IMS P2P CDS.
Discussion:
It is proposed that QoS control has to be supported for IMS P2P CDS to ensure the required service level quality for user or applications.
With the introduction of P2P services, operator has to consider the QoS control mechanism for user’s P2P CDS services, which are different form current services applied in the network, e.g. bandwidth. On the other side, how to minimize the impact of resource allocation to user’s P2P CDS services to operator’s other multimedia services still needs to be studied. 
Beside, especially in roaming cases, how to coordinate the operators’ policy for QoS control, e.g., between home PLMN and visited PLMN, also needs to be studied.

The system shall support QoS control mechanism.
-
The IMS P2P CDS sessions shall not have significant negative impact about QoS on sessions due to existing types of services, e.g. multimedia services.
-
The system shall support a content delivery function to distribute contents or content segments from the Content Source Server to the Content Cache Servers. 

-
The system shall support an interworking mechanism, which is able to utilize an enhanced existing CDN, to distribute contents or content segments from the Content Source Server/Origin Server to the Content Cache Servers/Edge Servers.
