5.1
Architectural assumptions for GTP based S2a
Applying GTP based S2a similar to PMIP based S2a shall be equivalent to the UE.

The impacts to the existing functionalities and to the EPC shall be minimized. The protocol design on S2a should aim at keeping S2a GTP operations similar to those supported on GTP-based S5/S8 and GTP-based S2b as much as possible. 

The GTP S2a option is expected to be functionally equivalent to the already existing PMIP S2a option.
5.2
Architectural assumptions for WLAN access to EPC through S2a
In order to support the scenarios described in section 4, the following assumptions for WLAN access to EPC through S2a are taken and need to be investigated as part of the study:
· The UE and the EPC are assumed to mutually authenticate through the WLAN Access using EAP-AKA as specified in TS 33.402 [x] for trusted non-3GPP access network 
· IP address allocation shall conform to the principles as defined in TS 23.402 [x] section 4.7.2.

· It is assumed that the WLAN may be able to support uplink and downlink QoS differentiation to the UE traffic in the non-3GPP access network.

· It is assumed that UE traffic over the WLAN air link is confidentiality and integrity protected as defined in IEEE.
