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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has agreed as an architecture principle in vSRVCC for the UE and MSC to have a pre-defined standardised video codec with specified parameters that they can use as a starting point after the UE moves to the CS domain. With this approach there would be neither a need for interacting with the SCC AS to understand the video codec being allowed, nor a need to include the list of supported video codecs in the signaling to the MME.

After the handover the UE (if required) can further initiate H.245 negotiation to select another video codec or different parameters.

SA2 believes that is principle can be used to expedite the handover performance and minimise interruption.

SA2 asks SA4 to comment on this approach and recommend a specific video codec and parameters for 3G-324M that the vSRVCC UE and MSC can use after the completion of the handover to the CS domain.
