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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution discusses the priority of the “offline” contributions in SA2 meetings, taking into account the current state of the SA1 requirements on the “offline” state. (It is proposed to handle this document in the SIMTC pre-processing session of SA2#84.)

Discussion

In the SA2 meeting #83, several contributions on “offline triggering”, i.e., triggering of UEs in the “offline” state, have been presented. In many of the proposals, the offline triggering would introduce several new functionalities, and/or significant modifications to the existing functionalities.

Note: In this document, the more common term offline is used, even though the alternative term detached would be more descriptive in many instances.

Currently, the requirements on the offline state are not very clear. This has been pointed out in the SA2#83 LS to SA1 on service requirements [1]. The LS asks, for example, what the objectives for introducing the offline requirements are (e.g., to reduce signalling or states in the network, or reduce energy consumption). 
Additionally, the discussion on the offline state is to some extent open in SA1. This is documented in the previous SA1 (#53)  meeting minutes [2], in discussion on the CR on 22.368 [3], which intended to clarify offline-related functionalities. It was not possible to reach a conclusion on the topic in the previous SA1 meeting.
Due to the potential changes in service level requirements, the contributions on offline, should not be prioritised in SA2 now, because they may need to be re-opened in later SA2 meetings.
In SA2, one of the major issues in SIMTC standardization is the limited meeting time in respect of the number of the features. For example, as [4] presents, it may be challenging to get even all the high priority items standardized in the Rel-11 time frame. As consequence, the contributions that cover requirements that may be subject to revision and need to be re-opened, should be have lower priority for the time being.
It is proposed that as long as the SA1 discussion on the offline state is open, i.e., at least during SA2#84, the SA2 contributions on offline (or the parts of the contributions dealing with offline), have lower priority.
