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Electronic meeting procedures

Submission of input contributions 

Deadline for Tdoc number requests is 
Wednesday 24 August 12:00 (CEST, GMT+2). 

Deadline for submitting Tdocs is 
Wednesday 24 August 16:00 (CEST, GMT+2). 

Tdoc number reservation and Tdoc submission will follow the regular SA2 process, i.e. it will be handled by the MCC (Maurice Pope) the same way as for a regular SA2 meeting. The Tdoc reservation template will include a contact email address for each Tdoc to be filled at the time of number request.

MCC will provide server space and access for storing the initial input Tdocs and meeting server space for storing revisions for the duration of the e-meeting. MCC will place the initial Tdocs on the meeting server. The meeting server address will be announced on the SA2 exploder prior the start of the e-ad hoc.
Comments and revisions procedures

During the e ad hoc delegates are expected to make comments over the SA2 exploder in a similar way as during email approval. The following naming conventions shall be used for the Subject field of emails (for the sake of easier processing):

[agendaitem_tdocnumber]
e.g. [8.4_S2-110111]

Companies may place revisions on the meeting server once the e-meeting has started using the same revision numbering conventions as for email approval:

Tdocnumber_rev-nn where nn is the two digits sequential number 

e.g. S2-110111_rev03

Proposed revisions of the Tdocs shall not be sent on the email exploder, but rather uploaded to the MCC meeting server. The author of the revision is requested to provide on the email exploder a rationale for the revision particularly when the revision is the result of off-exploder email exchanges or discussions.

Deadlines
Deadline for providing revisions is 
Thursday 1 September 15:00 (CEST, GMT+2). 

Deadline for final comments is 
Thursday 1 September 22:00 (CEST, GMT+2).

Close of the meeting and output

Final status document containing decision/status of all input contributions will be made available Monday 5 September. 

Concerns and possible objections will be handled in the same way as in a regular meeting, i.e. weighed as per their merits and substance. A single objection may not suffice to prevent the approval of a Tdoc.

Input contributions that receive no comments or revision will be considered approved.

The electronic meeting has full SA2 approval power, i.e. a new baseline version of TR 23.850 will be produced including all the approved P-CRs.
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
