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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution shows the Demo of using BIH as an IPv6 Migration solution.
1. Architecture diagram
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In this demo scenario, both BIH mobile terminals and BIH PC are connected to NAT64 through IPv6. 
NAT64 is used here to access those IPv4 services.

IPv6 addresses will be assigned to these BIH hosts, which are shown in the figure. For NAT64, NAT64 prefix and IPv4 pool is preconfigured. In services sides, we setup IPv4 webcam sever to provide live video monitoring. For simplifying Internet access, we also use this webcam sever as Internet proxy so as to avoid introducing additional routing configuration in the hotel access. 
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
