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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT4 for the LS on S4-SGSN address change report (S2-11xxxx/C4-112206). SA2 would like to answer the questions as following. 
CT4’s question
a) Whether S4-SGSN change report is needed.
If yes, how to reduce the additional S5/S8 signalling during inter SGSN intra SGW change procedure when reporting the S4-SGSN address.

SA2’s answer: S4-SGSN change report is needed, which has been stated in the excerpted table from the LS from CT4 (S2-11xxxx/C4-112206). During inter SGSN intra SGW change procedure, if the S4-SGSN address is always sent to the PGW, there are a lot of signalling sent. To reduce the additional S5/S8 signalling, SA2 agreed an S4-SGSN address change report event/indication is installed in the SGW if the S4-SGSN address is needed to be reported to the PGW for the UE.
