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This contribution proposes to recommend to perform home routing as described in 5.4.2 or 5.1.3.5.2 (direct home routing).
Introduction

Currently two alternatives are described in TR 23.850 to perform home routing. It is proposed not to further progress the work on the solution based on the signalling loopback as described in 5.1.3.5.1.
The reason is that the realization of home routing by means of signalling loopback does not require any additional capability compared to those needed to route a voice over IMS call, therefore this option will remain available to mobile operators even if it is not documented in the 3GPP specifications. 
Proposal
It is proposed to replace the evaluation table in section 6.1.3 with a simple statement indicating that the preferred mechanism for home routing of a voice over IMS call is the direct home routing. 
6.1.3
Home Routing
When the HPLMN operator wishes to route the call rather than delegating the VPLMN, solutions described in 5.4.2 and 5.1.3.5.2 will be applied. 
In these solutions the signalling and media will be traversing on the first call leg between the VPLMN and the HPLMN. 
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
