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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on handling UE initiated detach procedure when MM back-off timer is running. SA2 has discussed this issue and would like to provide the following feedback to CT1.

SA2 understand the max value for MM back-off timer is quite long. Hence, if the detach request is not allowed and the UE detaches locally, the network resources are maintained unnecessarily until the expiry of the mobile reachable + implicit detach time. This is not helpful for easing the general overload condition, especially if there are mobile terminating events for that UE.
Therefore, SA2 share the view that UE/MS is allowed to initiate detach procedure when the Mobility Management back-off timer is running.
SA2 discussed the case of a combined attached UE performing IMSI detach and concluded that the RRC connection could not be used for data transfer as the MME/SGSN does not initiate the establishment of Data Radio Bearers (however the 2G case is FFS).
The above clarification is already captured in the SA2 approved CR S2-114494 and S2-114495.
