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Abstract of the contribution:

It is proposed to add a new scenario to specify the new identification of traffic, more specific identification of traffic based on behaviour type.
Discussion
The operator may want to set the preferred or restricted access technology for IP flows for difference purposes.E.g. for location service, the operator may want to route the traffic through 3GPP access in order to charge the subscriber on each time; for online bank access, the operator may want to route the traffic through 3GPP access to provide security guarantee. The behaviour type may be a way to easily identify the traffic for difference purposes in order to route through different radio access interfaces.
Proposed changes

The following changes are proposed to be added to DIDA TR 23.855.

Identification of traffic based on behaviour type
The operator may want to set the preferred or restricted access technology for IP flows which carry a specific behaviour type (e.g. location service or online bank access). For example this would be useful in the following scenarios:
· The operator prefers that all IP flows associated with location service are routed through 3GPP radio access so that the subscriber can be charged per times.

· The operator prefers that all IP flows associated with online bank access are routed through 3GPP radio access so that the security for this traffic can be guaranteed. 

Criteria of the identification: IP flows are identified based on behaviour type.
