2 Meeting procedure

During the e ad hoc delegates are expected to make comments over the SA WG2 exploder in a similar way as during email approval. The following naming conventions shall be used for the Subject field of emails (for the sake of easier processing):

Companies may place revisions on the meeting server once the e-meeting has started using the same revision numbering conventions as for email approval:

TDnumber_rev-nn where nn is the two digits sequential number

Proposed revisions of the TDs should not be sent on the email exploder, but rather uploaded to the MCC meeting server. The author of the revision is requested to provide on the email exploder a rationale for the revision particularly when the revision is the result of off-exploder email exchanges or discussions.

Concerns and possible objections will be handled in the same way as in a regular meeting, i.e. weighed as per their merits and substance. A single objection may not suffice to prevent the approval of a TD.
Input contributions that receive no comments or revision will be considered approved.
The electronic meeting has full SA WG2 approval power.
Please note that release 11 versions of some  specifications will be produced after SA 54. Thus, for agenda item 6 and 8, release 11 mirror CRs may also need to be prepared.
Special handling for SA2 88E:

The SA2 chairman will nominate reviewers to identify submissions to the meeting that do not follow the guidelines (e.g. CRs for release 8 or 9 that are not essential corrections, etc.) Documents so identified will be marked NOTED? The contributing source company or companies may submit an argument to the mailing list why the submission is actually applicable to the meeting by 18:00 CEST 12.01.2012 and if this is acceptable to the WG, the contribution will be OPEN. Otherwise the paper will be considered NOTED without discussion.

In the interest of the best use of meeting time, contentious issues will be NOTED so as to reduce the total amount of email traffic. Such NOTED contributions to agenda items 6 and 8 and related discussion will be handled in a future SA2 meeting, if contributing companies choose to pursue them further.
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
