Initial Spending Limit Report Request

This clause describes the signalling flow for the H-PCRF to request the status of the policy counters available at the OCS, and to subscribe to updates of these policy counters by the OCS. If the H-PCRF provides the list of policy counter identifier(s), the OCS returns the policy counter status per policy counter identifier provided by the PCRF. If the H-PCRF does not provide the list of policy counter identifier(s), the OCS returns the policy counter status for all policy counter identifier(s), which are available for this subscriber and keep the H-PCRF updated with their statuses throughout the Sy session. In case the H-PCRF does not provide any list of policy counter identifier(s) to the OCS in the Initial Spending Limit Report Request it shall not attempt, in subsequent intermediate request, to subscibe to the status for additional counters or cancel notifications on specific counters for the associated Sy session.
NOTE:
In case the OCS returns the status of all available policy counters some of these may not be relevant for a policy decision (e.g. those used in a policy decision only when roaming).

The H-PCRF retrieves subscription information that indicates that policy decisions depend on policy counter(s) held at the OCS and optionally the list of policy counter identifier(s).

2.
The H-PCRF sends an Initial Spending Limit Report Request if this is the first time a charging status request is requested for the user and the PDN connection. It includes in the request: the subscriber ID (e.g. IMSI) and the list of policy counter identifier(s).

3.
The OCS sends an Initial Spending Limit Report Response that contains a policy counter status per required policy counter identifier and implicitly stores the H-PCRF's subscription to changes in the status of the policy counters. If no policy counter identifier(s) was provided the OCS stores the H-PCRF's subscription to changes in the status of policy counter provided to the H-PCRF.
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
