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Abstract of the contribution:

A Wiki server will be available for use duringt he SA WG2 88e electronic meeting as an optional supplement to e-mail communication to facilitate efficient and transparent off-line work.

Introduction

Work during e-meetings proceeds by means of e-mail communication. E-mail allows a time ordered history of messages from participants to be constructed into a dialog. Each participant must collect all (of potentially many) emails and sort through them to assemble the current status. 

‘Groupware’ tools perform this sorting and collating function automatically and allow participants to access, follow and post off-line work without collecting messages. A Wiki has proven very useful for many distributed collaboration efforts precisely because the record is well ordered and maintained by a centralized service.
The wiki will not replace the essential features of an e-meeting, based on e-mail approval:

· tdoc revs will still be uploaded to the INBOX

· e-mail will be used for formal statements of objection or agreement with specific tdoc revs

What the wiki can replace is 

· debate where no action is stated

· Actions are: objection, agreement or posting a new tdoc rev.

· questions for clarification

· exploration of alternatives
Wiki use would be entirely optional. Delegates who are interested in following off-line discussion on particular tdocs, would read the appropriate wiki pages.
Proposal
1. One page will be set up for each document in the e-meeting. 
This can serve as a way to actively collaborate between delegates. Please consider the wiki page to be a kind of shared white board for discussion of the tdoc. This should not only supplement email discussion but optionally offer an alternative way to pursue off-line work with full transparency to all who are interested.
2. We follow normal e-mail approval procedure. Decisions on document status are taken based on messages via email to the SA2 reflector (e.g. stating an objection or consent to a particular revision.) 
3. The state of the wiki page has no formal status. Only a submitted tdoc rev (to the INBOX) can be agreed to or objected to.
4. Recommendations 
a. The wiki page should represent the current status of the discussion.  
i. Anyone who wants to view the previous discussion should review the history of the page.
ii.  Do not hesitate to erase or change content that you do not agree to. 
iii. You can supply a link to this previous proposal.
b. Please clarify the differences between a proposal and a rev. 
c. It is especially important to refer to a specific rev in comments posted to the comments section, since these will persist even though the wiki page content will change over time. 

Example of a good comment: "I support rev1 with the improvements suggested by X on 13.01 at 08:30:03." 

Example of a bad comment: "Good idea!"
d. Inclusion of drawings on the wiki pages is encouraged. Figures and sketches can be uploaded to the INBOX/Drafts folder. 
A link to this file using wiki conventions will include it on the page.

As proposed, there will be one wiki page for each tdoc open during email approval. 

To modify any page, you must first log in. You have two options for participation. First, a comment may be posted on each page by clicking ‘Post comment.’ This accumulates a permanent record of comments. Second, the page may be edited by clicking on ‘Edit content.’

Hints: 

1) It is easier to edit wiki text in a text editor (like Notepad) instead of in the wiki page’s default (narrow) editor. You can just copy and paste the result into the wiki page editor.
2) Preview before updating the web page.

3) If you create a link to a wikipage (see Link in the table above), this will automatically generate a new web page. You can then edit this page.

4) You can create a link to an existing email posting in a wiki page.

a. http://list.etsi.org/3gpp_tsg_sa_wg2.html has an archive of the SA2 reflector. Note there is a delay before this gets updated of several hours.

b. To refer to a specific posting browse to the link using the web page. You can create a link on the wiki page as follows. 5) You can  add a link to the wiki page where a related discussion occurs in your email

a. Just copy the wiki page link and paste it into the email.

6) Please either publish or cancel your edits of wiki pages – don’t start an editing process and leave it open for several hours or days. There is a good chance someone else will modify the wiki page in the meantime, complicating your edit.
�NOTE WELL: this is only a proposed uploading procedure. The procedure must be confirmed by ETSI IT.
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
