1. Overall Description:

In the System Improvements for Machine Type Communication (SIMTC) work item where SA2 WG is currently engaged, a requirement from SA1 TS 22.368 of MSISDN-less PS-only subscriptions is being studied.  The TS 22.368 states in clause 7.2.4 the following:
The MTC Feature Packet Switched Only is intended for use with MTC Devices that only require packet switched services.

For the Packet Switched Only MTC Feature:

-
A network operator shall be able to provide PS only subscriptions with or without assigning an MSISDN.

-
Remote MTC Device triggering shall be supported with or without assigning an MSISDN.

-
Remote MTC Device configuration shall be supported without the use of an MSISDN.

As part of the SIMTC work in SA2, it was discussed whether the Lawful Intercept functions put any specific requirements on the architecture for meeting the above TS 22.368 requirement. How would for example an MSISDN-less PS-only subscription be identified?
Question to SA3-LI: Does SA3-LI foresee any specific issues with regards to lawful intercept and MSISDN-less PS-only subscriptions, which may have impact on the architecture and the SA2 SIMTC work?
