Update CSG Location Procedure

The Update CSG Location procedure takes place when the SGSN/VLR needs to retrieve the CSG subscription information of the MS from the CSS.
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Figure 6.x-1: Update CSG Location Procedure

The SGSN/VLR sends an Update CSG Location Request (SGSN/VLR Number, IMSI, MSISDN, equivalent PLMN list) to the CSS. The MSISDN is included if available. The equivalent PLMN list parameter is included to request the CSS to provide CSG list information of the UE for the equivalent PLMNs in addition to that of the visited PLMN.
2.
The CSS acknowledges the Update CSG Location message by sending an Update CSG Location Ack (IMSI, CSG Subscription data) message to the SGSN/VLR. The Subscription Data contains CSG subscription information for the Visited PLMN and optionally for the equivalent PLMN list provided by MME in step 1.
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
