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1. Overall Description:

SA 2 thanks CT 1 for the question they added to their response to RAN 2 and would like to provide the following answer.

CT1 would like to ask a question to SA2:

CT1 does not have a common understanding on how the following requirements in 3GPP TS 23.060 subclause 5.3.13.3 should be interpreted. Hence, would like to ask SA2 for clarification on whether the restrictions below should be applicable for UE configuration only or should CT1 design stage 3 protocol considering the two settings as independent configurations?

"MSs can be configured for one or more of the above options with the following restrictions:

-
in this Release of the specification, an MS that is configured for low access priority shall also be configured for Extended Access Barring; and

-
in this Release of the specification, an MS that is configured for Extended Access Barring shall be configured for low access priority."
SA 2 answer to CT 1:
In Release 10, some of the work progressed in parallel in multiple Working Groups. This was useful in speeding the progress of the work. One result is that CT 1 specified two parameters (EAB and Low Access Priority) while SA 2 would have been content to have only one parameter to drive the functionality related to them. 

Given the ‘frozen’ status of the release 10 specifications, SA 2 is content to keep the binding of EAB and LAP in the stage 2 specification(s), and, SA 2 is content for CT 1 (and RAN 2) to (continue to) design the NAS protocols and the NAS/AS interactions as if the EAB and LAP parameters were independent.
