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1. Overall Description:

As discussed between 3GPP and BBF delegates at the joint workshop held in San Francisco on Nov 9-10th, 3GPP is currently working on the use case where a 3GPP UE served by a BBF access has its traffic offloaded in the BBF access and routed to an Application Function located in the BBF domain (BBF AF). 
In this use case, the policy control for 3GPP UE shall take into account:
1. the application requirements of the BBF AF sent to the BBF Policy Control (BPCF) over the E/G interface of the BBF architecture
2. the subscription of the target user. Policies associated with this subscription are to be determined  by a 3GPP policy control function (“PCRF”) located in the Home domain of this target user (“HPLMN”)
3. local policies of the BPCF with regard to traffic of 3GPP terminals served by the local BBF access
This use case is depicted in following figure discussed during the 3GPP-BBF workshop at San Francisco
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Per the 3GPP policy roaming model, the PCRF of the Home domain of the UE (HPLMN) has to determine the policy requirements and to send them towards the network currently serving the UE, i.e. to the BBF over S9a.  

3GPP assumes that :

· the BPCF is able to provide information (application requirements) over S9a towards PCRF according to the 3GPP Rx specifications (interface between AF and PCRF).
· the BBF Policy Control (BPCF) translates the application requirements received from the BBF AF over the E/G interface into application requirements expressed according to the 3GPP Rx specifications and sent to the 3GPP PCRF 
3GPP understands that E/G has not been fully specified in the BBF and has following questions
1. Does BBF consider the use case described above as a relevant use case to be worked upon?
2. Does the BBF agree to the above assumptions?
3. During the workshop it has been mentioned that currently there is no work item planned on E/G standardisation in BBF. 3GPP is open to co-operate on extending Rx to become a potential protocol that would support E/G requirements. Does BBF support this idea?

If BBF supports the idea, and in order to allow the extension of Rx for the support of E/G requirements 3GPP SA2 invites the BBF to provide any relevant requirements.
