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Discussion
NOTE: 
This discussion document is based on the assumption that the current SA1 requirement is confirmed by SA1. If changes are done in SA1, new procedures will be required. 

At previous meeting, there has been a discussion on the need for special procedures to handle SRVCC emergency for non-voice media.  
In particular, solutions to the following requirement were proposed: 

Voice call continuity per clause 21 shall be supported when a UE with an active IMS emergency session with voice and other media moves out of IMS voice coverage and voice call continuity is supported by the UE and network.  

NOTE 2:
The voice call will continue in the CS domain and the other media will be dropped.

Before trying to make some new procedures, it could be good to review how the current SRVCC emergency call procedures works. These work as follows:

-
When MME is triggered to perform emergency SRVCC, the main difference from normal SRVCC procedures is that MME sends the emergency indication to the MSC Server.  

-
The MSC Server sends a session transfer request using the E-STN-SR towards the EATF. 

-
The EATF performs the access transfer and updates the remote leg. 

-
When session modification procedures complete, the source access leg is released by the EATF (see TS 23.237, clause 6c.2, bullet 6). 

This implies that even if there are other media (GTT?) in the emergency call on PS, the non-voice media will be dropped during SRVCC emergency procedures. The responsibility to drop (or keep media) on the source access is within IMS, and not in the access. 
Hence, no new solutions are required to try to release non-voice media if SRVCC is executed.

Conclusion and Proposal
Current solution for SRVCC emergency already today fulfils the SA1 requirement for SRVCC emergency with additional non-voice media.  It is therefore proposed to only add a note in current specifications to clarify the existing procedures. 
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
