Identifiers 

Identifiers relevant for the 3GPP network are specified in TS 23.003[xx].
Identifier used for MTC is categorized into internal identifier and External Identifier.
NOTE 1: Use of External Identifiers is not restricted to MTC only.
External Identifier shall be globally unique. It shall have the following components:
a. Domain Identifier that identifies a domain that is under the control of a Mobile Network Operator (MNO). The Domain Identifier is used to find appropriate MTC-IWF to be used. Domain Identifier may have further classification, for example to identify MTC-IWF specific for application.

b. Local Identifier that is assigned by the Mobile Network Operator. This identifier is used to derive or obtain internal identifier by the network operator. The Local Identifier shall be unique within the applicable domain. 
Editor's note: Use of External Identifier for RADIUS and Diameter over Gi/SGi reference points is FFS.
A UE used for MTC has only one internal identifier and may have one or several External Identifier(s) that are stored in the HSS. IMSI is the internal identifier in the 3GPP network.
NOTE 2: Use of IMSI outside the 3GPP operator domain is dependent on the operator policy.
