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1. Overall Description:

SA3-LI would like to thank SA WG2 for bringing their work on network provided location information (NPLI) in TR 23.842 to our attention.  NPLI will be a valuable capability for us to integrate into our specifications.  

Additionally, SA3-LI would like to provide some comments for SA WG2 consideration during the normative work.   While trusted location information is needed, as a minimum, at the beginning and end of the IMS session, SA3-LI is aware of national requirements for trusted location information during sessions (although SA3-LI do not consider this a generally applicable requirement at this time).  Table 5.4-2 indicates that NPLI is not required for LI at the beginning of a session, since it is marked “if available”.  

Location information for SA3-LI work should be the most accurate and precise location information for the target UE as available in the network.SA3-LI understands from the TR that the best location available will in most cases be the Cell-ID. Also, it may be helpful for LI if the node which has provided the UE location is identified to all IMS elements which require NPLI, in the case of a single operator domain. 

SA3-LI have noted the conclusions in section 7.2 of the TR and consider that the proposed PCC based retrieval in section 6.4 appears to be able to meet LI requirements for IMS location. However, it is unclear to SA3-LI from the TR, whether the PCC-based solution is restricted to EPS (and associated SRVCC scenarios) or whether it is intended to be implemented for all IMS PS-domain implementations. The HSS-based retrieval does not support the LI requirement for trusted network provided location for roaming scenarios. 
SA3-LI assume that NPLI will be used for purposes other than LI. However, SA3-LI consider that there may be detectability issues if NPLI was used for LI targets only.
