Abstract of document:

TS 23.139 specifies the stage 2 system architecture impacts to support BBF Access Interworking with EPC.  TS 23.139 is based on the study and conclusions documented in TR 23.839. This study includes three building blocks:

· Building block 1: BBF interworking with home routed traffic for WLAN and H(e)NB
· Building block 2: BBF interworking with offload in access network for WLAN
· Building block 3: Policy convergence for converged operators
TS 23.139 has now been updated to include support for Building Blocks 1 and 2.
